Mayor 
Nielsen opened the meeting at 7:00 P.M. with a statement regarding the open meeting 
act. 
 
Councilman Beck moved to approve Diamond Engineering pay request #1 for project 
#2010-0331 in the amount of $112,759.88 for concrete on Elm & Grand Street.  
Councilman Howard seconded the motion. Motion carried 4/0. 
 
After numerous Chamber members were present to express their opinion on the 
$11,000 funding for the Chamber, Councilman Snow moved to approve $11,000 ($5000 
from Sales Tax fund & $6,000 from the General fund) to the St. Paul Chamber of 
Commerce for marketing, promotional purposes, allocations to numerous organizations, 
scholarship fund and special events throughout the year.  Councilman Pedersen 
seconded the motion.

Administrator for further clean up. 
 
The Council briefly discussed the City farm lease consisting of approximately 40 acres 
east of town located by the lagoon area.  This farm lease expires on March 1, 2011. The 
City will be going out for bids on this property again around November 1, 2011.  Will 
advertise for 2-3 weeks.

Councilman Snow introduced Ordinance 891 to approve the Annual Appropriation 
Ordinance and to adopt the 2010 – 2011 budget.  Councilman Howard moved to waive 
the reading of the ordinance at three different occasions.  Councilman Pedersen 
seconded the motion.  Motion carried 4/0.  Councilman Beck moved for final passage.

Councilman Snow moved to approve the IBEW #1597 Union Contract for period October

sustaining.

Councilman Snow moved 
to waive the reading of the ordinance at three different occasions.  Councilman 
Pedersen seconded the motion.  Motion carried 4/0.  Councilman Howard moved for 
final passage.  Councilman Beck seconded the motion.  Motion carried 4/0.  
 
Councilman Beck introduced Ordinance 893 amending Article 245 to Chapter 3 of the 
Municipal Code, providing for a Sewer System Rate change.

Two nuisances discussed were Smith Welding regarding trailers parked in the 
street & right-of-ways and Louis Reasland at 521 9th, regarding tractors & junk in 
front of home.  
 
Discussed was the well field pasture lease located E1/2 of Section 6, Township 
14 North, Range 9, West of the 6th P.M, Howard County regarding the term of the 
lease, rate of rent, what landlord agrees, the direct & counter-cyclical program 
contract & the removal of fence on property. As of this time Darin Jares is renting 
this land.  This will be approved at the January 3, 2011 meeting. 
 
Councilmember Solko moved to approve the Department of Roads Maintenance 
Agreement #47 be renewed for period January 1, 2011 to December 31, 2011.  
All figures, terms & exhibits to remain in effect as per the original agreement 
dated January 1, 2006 & revisions in 2008.  Also with the stipulation that 
Highway #92 distances be removed in the calculation.  The cost should be 
approximately $175.00 less a year.  Councilmember Howard seconded the 
motion.  Motion carried 4/0. 
 
Councilmember Beck moved to approve paying off the Cargill Contract on the 
water well land consisting of principal $94,688.42, interest from 1-15-2010 to  
1-10-2011of $5,603.47, Record Deed of Reconveyance $5.00 and an 8% penalty 
on prepaid principal of $83,407.72 of $6,672.62, which comes to a total of 
$106,970.01.  Paying this off early is a savings of approximately $12,000.  This 
payoff is coming from reserve water department funds. Councilmember 
Tomlinson seconded the motion.  Motion carried 4/0.   


 
Councilmember Beck moved to approve signing Resolution 2010-12 Interlocal 
Agreement of the Loup Central Landfill Association appointing Kaye Tomlinson 
as the representative and Gerald Solko as the alternate representative.  This will 
be for a 2 year term. Councilmember Howard seconded the motion. Motion 
carried 4/0. 
 
 
 







Mr. Dan Scheer was present to discuss the lagoon farm lease east of town on 
Howard Avenue. He would like to see the wording change in the contract 
regarding having hunting rights.  City Administrator, Michael Kleffner is to 
determine what crops can be planted regarding DEQ regulation & determine 
hunting distances and regulations.  January 3, 2011 will be the bid approval 
along with possible amendments attached to the contract regarding the hunting 
rights and crops to be planted.

If the proposed excavation 
or construction as set forth in the application is in conformity with the provisions of this 
Ordinance, the Zoning Enforcement Officer shall issue a building permit for such 
excavation or construction.  If a building permit is denied, the Zoning Enforcement Officer, 
with the Planning Commission, shall state such refusal in writing, with the cause, and shall 
immediately mail notice of such refusal to the applicant at the address indicated on the 
application.  The Zoning Enforcement Officer shall grant or deny the permit within a 
reasonable time from the date the application is submitted.  The issuance of a permit shall 
in no case be construed as waiving any provisions of this Ordinance.  
 
If the work for which a permit has been issued shall not have begun within six (6) months 
of the date thereof. Or the construction shall be discontinued for a period of six (6) months, 
or in the event the work has not been completed within twelve (12) months of the date of 
issuance, the permit shall be void.  Before work can be resumed a new permit shall be 
obtained in the same manner and form as an original permit.  Councilman Howard waived 
the three readings, Councilman Beck seconded the motion, Councilmen Snow, Howard, 
Beck & Pedersen voted aye, nays none, motion carried 4/0.  Councilman Beck moved for 
final passage, Councilman Pedersen seconded the motion, Councilmen Snow, Howard, Beck 
& Pedersen voted aye, nays none, motion carried 4/0.
